It was the winter of 1996. PSC ran a February ski trip to Lacrosse Wisconsin in coordination with
the CMSC racing weekend. | think most of PSC was safe and warm in the bar all weekend.
Several of us were looking forward to a challenging competition of ski racing but the Norse God
Loki had other plans. The challenge was not just to get the fastest time thru the gates but to
simply survive the record-breaking arctic temperatures. If not for the artifact | discovered this
story would have been lost to the ages. My memory of this event is a bit foggy, but | think that
was due to the lack of blood flowing to my head while skiing at NEGATIVE 36°F.

 Let it hereby be Known that
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Braved the record-low temperatures on. CMSC Race Weekend February 3 & 4, 1996 at Mt. La
Crosse. Let it also be Known that the afore-mentioned fias been fionorarily dubbed “Meteorological
Hero” by the staff at Mt. La Crosse for displaying a tough ruggedness and. for racing in recorded actual
temperatures of -34 on February 2nd, -36 on February 3rd and -31 on February 4th.
